Formula A cars use American-produced engines of not more than 5,000 cc (305 CID) with
maximum fuel capacity of 30 gallons and minimum weight of 1,250 pounds. Unrestricted engines
from 1,100 cc (C7 CIP) to 3,000 cc (193 CID) are allowed, as well as supercharged engines
up to 1,500 cc (97 CID).
